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Highlights

This assessment was conducted by Vermont Housing
Finance Agency for the Vermont Department of
Economic, Housing and Community Development,
with financial and technical support from the Vermont
Housing & Conservation Board, Vermont Agency for

Human Services, and Vermont State Housing Authority.

Based on national and state data, this assessment
estimates current housing needs in Vermont and
projects trends for the next five years. Results focus on
housing needs among the state's 55,000 lower income
households that have incomes at or below $41,000,
approximately 80% of the state median.
